The Executive Council is UNWTO's governing board, which provides the

organization work and adheres to its budget.

Concerning Regional Commissions they were established in 1975 as subsidiary
organs of the General Assembly. The six Regional Commissions normally meet once
a year. Committees meet once a year to advise on management and programme

content.

Furthermore, one should not forget that the WTO has many activities. This
organization predicts future tourism trends that help people to make a good choice for
travelling. It is vital to note that the WTO encourages countries to simplify visa
application processes. It also helps destinations rebuild their image after crises like
natural disasters. The World Tourism Organization is the most important institute that

evaluates international tourism.

Geography and History, different languages, Religions and Customs. Respectful
